Contractors shall obtain and submit a Central Contractor Registration number on the Bid Form.
Reference the supplementary general conditions for additional information. The architect
advised the contractors that the process may require a few days to complete the registration
process and they should not wait until the last minute prior to the bid date.

Questions shall be submitted to the architect via e-mail at msaaia@embargmail.com. This
method will provide for a written response, documentation and will be shared with all bidders.
All questions shall be submitted to the architect, not to consulting engineers

The architect noted that the Alternate #2 add HVAC work also includes the demolition of piping
and radiators in the classroom building. The alternate also involves electrical work and other
trades as required. Contractors are advised to thoroughly review the scope of HVAC work and
related trades to provide a complete alternate price. The architect also noted that the base bid
includes rerouting the existing refrigerant lines through the exterior wall below the windows in
order to accommodate window replacement.

The general scope of work was reviewed and the bidders walked the project limits. The
Architect and Engineer provided answers and interpretations to bidder's questions, and are
recorded below. Any conversation not recorded below shall not be considered official or
contractually binding unless recorded as part of this addendum. Notify the Architect
immediately if any information is missing or incomplete, or your question is not addressed
herein.

The following items clarify, add to, delete from and / or otherwise modify and supercede
previously issued Bid Documents. This Addendum, the contents herein and
attachments, is hereby a part of the Bid Documents and is incorporated into the Contract
for Construction.

1. The Construction Schedule was discussed. The Owner anticipates a quick award and
Notice to Proceed. The Contactors expressed concerns about meeting the 60 day time for
construction.

The Owner desires to take occupancy at the end of August. However, if the project cannot
be completed in time the Owner needs to know now. Time of Completion is revised; delete
the 60 days project Time of Completion. The Bidders shall submit a time of completion with
their bid according to their own scheduling estimates.

Submit three separate phased times of completion as follows. Each proposed time shall be
individually measured from the Notice to Proceed start date.

A. Substantial Completion and approved temporary occupancy for Head Start Classroom 5
— room #107 and Head Start Classroom 6 — room #105, and a portion of Corridor 101
from exterior door 101A to door 107. Include a $500 allowance for construction of
temporary partition and door to close the corridor off in vicinity of door 107. The intended
result is a safe passage from door 101 to the two classrooms without construction
activity in the corridor.

B. Substantial Completion and approved occupancy for Classroom Building.

C. Substantial Completion and approved occupancy for Cafeteria Building. Note: Cafeteria
Building completion is lower priority.

Staff Room 121 Delete 3’ of casework at left end and add a wall hung lavatory. See
attached drawings.

Kitchen 204: Remove existing FRP (fiberglas reinforced plastic) panels. Patch / repair wall
plaster as required. Patch / repair plaster ceiling as required. Install new FRP to 8 high on
(plan) north exterior wall and (plan) west.

Insurance: Contractors shall provide builders risk insurance in the amount of the contract.

Vinyl tile Abatement: Lab test reports are attached

Demolition: All furniture (not attached) will be removed by the owner prior to start of
construction.

Temporary Utilities: Contractors shall use of the existing electric and water utilities for
construction use. Owner shall pay the costs of utilities.

Door Schedule Revise hardware scheduled for doors 102 and 103. Provide hinges, wall
stops and entrance locksets.

Door Schedule Interior Doors 104, 105, 107, 108, 109, 112, 111, 113, 115, 116, 117, 118,
119, 120, 121 scheduled for replacement shall be installed in existing wood frame.
